Being a By-law to Amend By-law No. 2021-84 
A By-Law to Establish a By-law to Manage Short Term 

Accommodations 
for the Municipality of Northern Bruce Peninsula 

Whereas Section 8 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c.25 ("Municipal Act, 2001 ") 
provides that powers shall be interpreted broadly so as to confer broad authority on 
municipalities to enable municipalities to govern their affairs as they consider appropriate 
and enhance their ability to respond to municipal issues; 

And Whereas Section 8 (3) of the Municipal Act, 2001, provides that, without limiting the 
generality of subsections (1) and (2), a by-law under sections 10 and 11 respecting a 
matter may, (a) regulate or prohibit respecting the matter, (b) require persons to do things 
respecting the matter, and (c) provide for a system of licences respecting the matter; 

And Whereas Section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001, provides that a municipality has the 
capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a natural person for the purpose of exercising 
the authority under the Act; 

And Whereas Section 11 of the Municipal Act, 2001, provides that a lower-tier municipality 
may pass By-laws respecting matters within the spheres of jurisdjction set out therein; 

And Whereas the Council of The Corporation of the Municipality of Northern Bruce 
Peninsula has enacted By-law No. 2021-84 to licence, regulate and govern short term 
accommodation uses in the Municipality of Northern Bruce Peninsula: 

And Whereas the Council of The Corporation of the Municipality of Northern Bruce 
Peninsula deems it appropriate to amend By-law No. 2021-84; 

Now Therefore Council of The Corporation of the Municipality of Northern Bruce 
Peninsula hereby enacts as follows: 

1. That Section 3.23 - Application and General, be amended as follows: 
Delete the following wording: 

A maximum of 700 Short term Accommodation Licences 'Nill be issued by 
the Municipality of Northern Bruce Peninsula. No ne1N Licences 1Nill be issued until 
the number of Licenced Short term Accommodations in the Municipality falls 
below 700, after which the number of Licenses shall not exceed 700. 

2. That Section 3.23 - Application and General, be amended as follows and 
include the following: 

Add the following wording: 

A maximum of 500 Short-term Accommodation Licences will be issued by 
the Municipality of Northern Bruce Peninsula. No new Licences will be issued until 
the number of Licenced Short-term Accommodations in the Municipality falls 
below 500, after which the number of Licenses shall not exceed 500. 

3. That Section 6.5 - Licence Terms and Conditions, be amended as follows: 
Delete the following wording: 

Only properties that are zoned R 1, and R 2 1Nill be able to obtain a short term 
accommodation Licence.

4. That Section 6.5 - Licence Terms and Conditions, be amended as follows 
and include the following: 
Add the following wording: 

Only properties that are zoned R1, R2, RU1, RU2, and C1-a will be able to obtain 
a Short-term Accommodation Licence. 

5. That Section 6.6 - Licence Terms and Conditions, be amended as follows: 
Delete the following wording: 

Any Class C STA will have a Holding Zone placed on the property. Should the 
property transfer 0 1Nners the holding zone will be lifted, and the STA will cease to 
operate. 

6. That Section 6.6 - Licence Terms and Conditions, be amended as follows 
and include the following: 

Add the following wording: 

Any Class C STA will have a Holding Zone placed on the property. Should the 
property transfer owners the holding zone will be lifted, and the STA will cease to 
operate. Class C Licences will not be issued to new properties located in RU1, 
RU2, or C1-a Zones. All existing valid Class C Licences within RU1 , RU2, and C1-
a Zones will be grandfathered into the Licensing Program. 

7. Schedule A- Properties to which the By-law is applicable, be replaced: 
Delete current maps 

8. Schedule A - Properties to which the By-law is applicable, be replaced 
with the Schedule A, attached hereto; 
Add new maps as attached. 

9. That by-law No. 2023-49, a previously amended By-law to Amend By-law No. 
2021-84, a By-law to Manage Short-term Accommodations for the Municipality 
of Northern Bruce Peninsula continues to form part of the by-law. 

10. And further that this By-law shall come into force and take effect immediately 
upon the final passing thereof.
